H20 Audit - The Commonwealth Financing Agency, the Borough will need to have an audit of the $303,000 in H20 grant funds awarded in 2008.  An outside auditor, George Fieo, who has served as auditor for several other municipalities as well as the LEDC, will prepare this audit.  The estimated cost for the audit is $2000.

Storm water Collaborative - The Committee reviewed documents related to the proposed multi-municipal storm water collaborative.  No action need be taken
Audit - The Borough’s audit was submitted on March 22nd.  
Grant update – The National Endowment for the Arts has offered an invitation to submit a proposal for $250,000 for design services at the theater.  The grant would need to be submitted by the Borough on behalf of the HLTC
Bank Bids – Mr. Bartley will begin to gather information on preparing bids for banking services.
Library staffing – The Committee reviewed the new staff salary structure for the library.  The new salaries provide more equity and are within the budgeted amount approved by Council.

DELCORA – The Borough received a letter from the Delaware County Planning Commission notifying the Borough that DELCORA is in contract negotiations with the Philadelphia Water Company and the results of the negotiations may be a doubling of sewer treatment costs charged to municipalities in eastern Delaware County.

Executive Session – The Committee adjourned to Executive Session to discuss a matter of litigation.
