DoYou Have a Heritage €rer a Hazard Tr@e Per Borough of Lansdowne Ordinance 126613d4finitions:

A heritage treeis a tree that is associated with a notable or regional historical event, person or landscape, or &
exceptional age or rargscies, or a tree thirty six (36) inches or caliper (the measurement around the trunk of {
chest height).

A hazard treds a tree that is on public or private property that poses an immediate danger to life or property,
tree afflicted by a idease which threatens injury or destruction of other trees. Common defects associated wi
hazards include:

Large dead branches in the tree or detached branches hanging in the tree, a cavity or rotten wood along trt
major branches, and splite cracks in trunk or where branches are attached. If you think your tree is a haze
arborist familiar with hazard trees should evaluate your tree.

Important Information from the Fire Marshall

Most residents use fireplaces, wood stoves and other-fivgal applimces as primary heat sources in their hom
Unfortunately, many people are unaware of the fire risks when heating with wood and solid fuels.

Heating fires account for 36% of residential home fires in rural areas every year. Often these fires areedaetéolarildup in
chimneys and stovepipes. All home heating systems require regular maintenance to function safely and efficiently.
The Borough Fire Marshal encourages you to practice the following fire safety steps to keep those home fires safel
Remember, fire safety is your persbresponsibility ...Fire StopsthvYou!

Keep Fireplaces and Wood Stoves Clean

1 Have your chimney or wood stove inspected and cleaned annually by a certified chimney specialist.

1 Clear the area around the hearth of dishdecorations and flammable materials.

1 Leave glass doors open while burning a fire. Leaving the doors open ensures that the fire receives enough air
complete combustion and keeps creosote from building up in the chimney.

1 Close glass doors whihe fire is out to keep air from the chimney opening from getting into the room. Most glas:
fireplace doors have a metal mesh screen which should be closed when the glass doors are open. This mesh !
helps keep embers from getting out of the fireplacea.

1 Always use a metal mesh screen with fireplaces that do not have a glass fireplace door.

1 Install stovepipe thermometers to help monitor flue temperatures.

1 Keep air inlets on wood stoves open, and never restrict air supply to fireplaces. Otherwisg/ yoawse creosote
buildup that could lead to a chimney fire.

1 Use fireresistant materials on walls around wood stoves.

Safely Burn Fuels

1 Never use flammable liquids to start a fire.

1 Use only seasoned hardwood. Soft, moist wood accelerates creosotepblilghellet stoves, burn only dry, seasone
wood pellets.
Build small fires that burn completely and produce less smoke.
Never burn cardboard boxes, trash or debris in your fireplace or wood stove.
When building a fire, place logs at the rear of the fae@ on an adequate supporting grate.
Never leave a fire in the fireplace unattended. Extinguish the fire before going to bed or leaving the house.
Allow ashes to cool before disposing of them. Place ashes in a tightly covered metal container andelsbep the
container at least 10 feet away from your home and any other nearby buildings. Never empty the ash directly ii
trash can. Douse and saturate the ashes with water.

Protect the Outside of Your Home
1 Stack firewood outdoors at least 30 feet away fygar home.
1 Keep the roof clear of leaves, pine needles and other debris.
1 Cover the chimney with a mesh screen spark arrester.
1 Remove branches hanging above the chimney, flues or vents.

Protect the Inside of Your Home
1 Install smoke alarms on every leveyofir home and inside and outside of sleeping areas. Test them monthly anc
change the batteries at least once a year. Consider installing the new long life smoke alarms.
1 Provide proper venting systems for all heating equipment.
1 Extend all vent pipes at Ietathree feet above the roof.

Stormwater Info and Reminders

How Urbanized Areas Affect Water Quality IncreasedfRuno

The porous and varied terrain of natural landscapes like forests, wetlands, and grasslands traps rainwater and sno\
allows them to filter slowly into the ground. In contrast, impervious (nonporous) surfaces like roads, parking I
rooftops prevent rain and snowmelt from infiltrating, or soaking, into the ground. Most of the rainfall and snowmelt ri
above the surface, where it runs off rapidly in unnaturally large amounts. Storm sewer systems concentrate rui
smooth, straight enduits. This runoff gathers speed and erosional power as it travels underground. When this runof
the storm drains and empties into a stream, its excessive volume and power blast out streambanks, damaging sl
vegetation and wiping out aquathabitat. These increased storm flows carry sediment loads from construction site
other denuded surfaces and eroded streambanks. They often carry higher water temperatures from streets, roof t
parking lots, which are harmful to the health aegroduction of aquatic life. The loss of infiltration from urbanization r
also cause profound groundwater changes. Although urbanization leads to great increases in flooding during and im
after wet weather, in many instances it results in Iogteeam flows during dry weather. Many native fish and other aqu
life cannot survive when these conditions prevail.

Increased Pollutant Loads
Urbanization increases the variety and amount of pollutants carried into streams, rivers, and lageBufBims include:
1 Sediment, oil, grease, and toxic chemicals from motor vehicles and road salts
1 Pesticides and nutrients from lawns and gardens
9 Viruses, bacteria, and nutrients from pet waste and failing septic systems
1 Heavy metals from roof shingl@sotor vehicles, and other sources
1 Thermal pollution from dark impervious surfaces such as streets and rooftops

These pollutants can harm fish and wildlife populations, kill native vegetation, foul drinking water supplies, ar
recreational areas unfaand unpleasant.

Managing Urban Runoff What Homeowners Can Do

To decrease polluted runoff from paved surfaces, households can develop alternatives to areas traditionally co
impervious surfaces. Porous pavement materials are available for dytvend sidewalks, and native vegetation and mt
can replace high maintenance grass lawns. Homeowners can use fertilizers sparingly and sweep driveways, side
roads instead of using a hose. Instead of disposing of yard waste, they can useetti@srta start a compost pile. An
homeowners can learn to use Integrated Pest Management (IPM) to reduce dependence on harmful pesticides. In
households can prevent polluted runoff by picking up after pets and using, storing, and dispatiamiogls properly.
Drivers should check their cars for leaks and recycle their motor oil and antifreeze when these fluids are changednC
also avoid impacts from car wash runoff (e.g., detergents, grime, etc.) by using car wash facilitiesadhgederate runoff.
Households served by septic systems should have them professionally inspected and pumped every 3 to 5 years. T
also practice water conservation measures to extend the life of their septic systems.
