· Hoffman Park stream bank restoration.  Erica reported that borough staff recently met with the DEP.  The DEP will work with SEPTA to do in-kind remediation; funding is unlikely.   

· Streetscape plan.  Erica presented the streetscape plan to the HARB, including bike racks, benches and trash can placement.  HARB approved. 
· Draft Shade Tree Commission ordinance.  The committee reviewed Erica’s questions and suggested edits.  It will now go to the borough solicitor for finalizing. 
· Recycling Program.  The committee discussed the possibility of limiting the number of recycling bins that the borough provides for free to residents; decided to table the issue for now.  
· Parks
· Notification of significant incidents in parks.  
· The committee and Erica agreed that if an ambulance or a hearse are called to a park, Erica should be notified by the police dept, and she will then inform the Recreation & Park board and the Environment Committee.  
· County energy grant 

· Report recommends approximately $15,000 in light changes in borough hall, library, fire house (Florescent tube changes, some de-tubing).

· The committee recommends the borough adopt the report recommendations for lighting the three buildings.  

· Barbara recommended to Craig Totaro that motion sensors be installed in two rooms in borough hall that are left on inadvertently:  the 2nd floor hallway beyond the locked door, and the Centennial Room.  Mr. Totaro will pursue.
· Committee decided to cancel the August meeting.
