· The Committee reviewed the COG storm water intergovernmental agreement and cost estimate.  Next step is to receive/review a letter of intent for council’s consideration.  
· Recycling Program

· The committee reviewed the diversion rate since the program changed to once-weekly collection beginning January, 2011.  

· Jan 30%; Feb 33%; March 27%; for a year to date average of 30% (on target to exceed the committee’s goal of the year of 25%).  

· The 2010 average was 17%.  
· Blue Mountain Recycling has revised the flyer with the dos and don’ts for the single stream recycling to correct an error.  Copies will be available at borough hall and at community events.  
· Residential cans – limit #.  The committee discussed the possibility of limiting the number free recycling cans that the borough provides to households to two; will get input from the rest of council.  
· Downtown Trash & Recycling cans

· The committee reviewed and approved, with some changes, the design of the matching recycling and trash cans.  The committee will recommend placing a rain guard over the recycling cans, and utilizing the dome top for trash, not recycling.  Will be presented to HARB for approval 4/21/11, then to council for a certificate of approval.
· The plan is to purchase 7 sets to be placed throughout the downtown area, for $9500.  
· Barbara will discuss the new designs and a possible donation from the Lansdowne Business and Proprietors Association.  
· Barbara will prepare a map of possible placement locations for staff to consider.
